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Horizontal:

I. A line from Wan Wei’s poem Han Jiang Lin Tiao "A View of the
Han River". It is the previous line to "shan s¢ you wi zhong".

II. A four-character phrase meaning flowers in full bloom under a
full moon. The four-character phrase means happiness and complete-
ness. It is often used to congratulate newlyweds and the phrase is also
the name of a song.

III. Upward.

IV. A hero in Jin Yong’s martial arts and chivalry novel Xiao Ao
Jiang Hu "The sz'/ing, Proud Wanderer".

V. Words that are uttered to make one less confident, less coura-
geous or ambitious.

VI. A line from the poem Chu Sai "On the Frontier’. The previous
line is "giang di hé xi yuan ydng liu".

VII. A bright star in the constellation Lyra, opposite to Nit ling
xing (Altair), which lies on the east of the Milky Way.

VIII. Abbreviation of the China International Garden and Flower
Expo.

IX. Refers to a person with many talents who can accomplish great
things.

Vertical:

1. The previous line is "yi zhi dt fang bu shi chan". The couplet means that
one single flower does not make a spring, as the garden is only in spring when all
flowers are in bloom.

2. The highest degree awarded by a university.

3. Also known as Xi Jiang Yue "the Moon over the West River”, is a tune for
Song ci. Originally it was a Tang Jiaofang tune (Jiaofang was an institution which
took charge of royal music in the Tang dynasty).

4. A type of martial arts techniques belonging to the Ancient Tomb Sect in
the martial arts novel Shen Diao Xia Lo "The Return of the Condor Heroes".

5. A metaphorical expression referring to a person who brings disaster or bad
luck.

6. One of the three guans "joints" according to Chinese medicine. It lies be-
tween the first and second joints of the forefinger, on the side next to the thumb.

7. Extroverted, outgoing and sociable.

8. Shanghai dialect.

9. It is one of the ceremonies observed at weddings in the past to show respect
for the heaven and the earth.
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[cyber-speak] short for gao duan ‘high end’, daqi ‘classy’, shang dangci ‘high grade’.
